Background to the change

Following recommendation 4.5 of the Final Report of the Financial Services Royal Commission, the Insurance Contracts Act 1984
(Cth) has been amended to replace the duty of disclosure with a duty to take reasonable care not to make a misrepresentation
(new duty). The new duty applies to all consumer insurance contracts entered into on or after 5 October 2021. The purpose of this
SPDS is to replace the existing duty of disclosure in the PDS with the new duty.
